* Lexia: This is our individualized reading computer program that students use

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ELA/Composition

e Grammar: Various resources are used to implement the KY Academic Standards
for ELA/Composition. Phonemic awareness skills are imbedded .

* Pen Pal Journals: These will come home every Friday. We encourage someone
from home to respond to your child’s letter.
